A correct basis for our
asking gives God a reason for
answering our prayer!

Reasons God Answers Prayer

The prayer acknowledges God’s —

- Honor- God’s good name, integrity

- Character — qualities of God;

- Glory — outshining of God’s attributes

- Sovereignty — supreme power, rank, authority
The prayer is supported by the intercession Jesus through His priesthood
The prayer is supported by the intercession of the Holy Spirit
The prayer comes from one who is related to God and Christ

- Father and child

- Master and servant.

Principles of Asking

Ask in the Spirit — every petition proceeds from the mind of the Spirit, not selfish or self serving
ends

Ask with the mind — make your request precise and specific

Ask in Jesus’ name — let His desires become your desires

Ask while abiding in Christ —continue in consistent fellowship, praying without ceasing and
obediently accept His will and Word

Ask in faith — without doubt, believe, reflect God’s character of consistency, recognize God’s
authority, pray in confidence, claim His promises and hold on to God’s Word.

Ask in humility — recognize your need of God.

Ask in sincerity — not put on or fake or insincere

Ask with perseverance — don’t give up, persistence

Asking in the Spirit & the mind: Power is unleashed through the Spirit. It is allowing Him to
pray through you, something every believer can do. ( 1Corinthians 14:15, Zechariah 4:6,
Ephesians 6:18)

Ask in Jesus name while abiding in Christ: The name of Jesus is your legal authorization
for prayer. Without Him you have no claim on God’s attention. The use of His name
demands integrity. When you use it you represent Jesus, His kingdom, and His character.
The use of His name involves all that He stands for, do not use in vain. Abiding in Christ
cannot be intermittent. Prayer is as important to your spiritual life as breathing is to your
physical life.

Asking in faith and humility:  According to Hebrews 11:6, without faith it is impossible to
please God. Asking in faith is asking without doubting, believing that it will come to pass,
reflecting of the character of God and holding onto the promises of God. Praying in humility is
recognizing your need for God and submitting to Him.

Asking in sincerity and with perseverance: When you pray in sincerity, your faith leads you
to pray genuine, heartfelt prayers. Praying in perseverance proves and establishes
earnestness and changing us in the process.
