Corresponding with a person who is incarcerated:  Enables a person to make a difference in someone’s life 
by offering hope and love; Allows the incarcerated person to receive the Gospel even if they don’t attend or 
have access to other Christian programming (this varies in prisons): and Allows an incarcerated person to      
receive personal attention from a caring Christian Friend.  Training will be provided.
